Member Code of Conduct

All choir members and their parents must sign this code of conduct at the beginning of each year.  Being a member of the Children’s Choir of Northwest Ohio brings with it certain expectations and responsibilities.  It is an honor to be a part of this choir.  Parents and choir members should review this code together and make sure that they understand what is expected of them.

Choir Member Contract

· I am expected to be on time for all rehearsals.  On time means actually walking into the building 5-10 minutes before rehearsal begins so that I have time to get my music, greet my friends, find my seat and be ready to sing promptly at the start of rehearsal.
· I will be responsible for my music folder and for bringing it to rehearsal every week. I will keep my folder in a safe place at home, away from younger siblings and pets. 
· I will treat all fellow singers with courtesy and respect.  Cruelty and rude behavior will not be tolerated.

· I will attend all rehearsals.  Missing more than two rehearsals/year for reasons other than sickness, family emergency or school commitment, may lead to dismissal from the choir.  If I am healthy enough to attend school, I am healthy enough to come to choir.

· Once rehearsal begins, I will pay close attention to the director and participate enthusiastically.
· During rehearsals, I will keep my hands and my feet to myself.

· I will not chew gum or bring food or beverages into the rehearsal room, (a water bottle with a secure cap is allowed).

· I will not run in the hallway or classroom.

Parent Contract
· I understand that participation in this choir is a commitment from Sept-April and I will make sure my child is in attendance and on time for weekly rehearsals.
· I will promptly pick up my child at the end of rehearsal.
· I will pay the first half of tuition by 9.24.11 and the remaining balance by 11.7.11. I will set up a monthly payment plan with the Choir Manager if I choose to stretch out my payments over 6 months.
· I will make contact via email or phone message before a rehearsal to report an absence. Excused absences are absences due to illness, family emergency, or school commitment, (such as a music program in which the child’s grade would be affected if he/she did not attend), and are not absences due to conflicts with other extra-curricular activities.

· I will not hold the directors, accompanists, choir manager, or parent volunteers of The Children’s Choir of Northwest Ohio nor Community of Christ Lutheran Church and its employees liable for any damages to property or injury to my child or his family members.  

· I will not bring younger siblings into the rehearsal area during rehearsal.
· I will be held responsible for missing or damaged music and will pay a replacement fee if necessary.
